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THE ARKANSAS COUNTY TREASURERS’ ASSOCIATION


CONSTITUTION
The Arkansas County Treasurers’ Association (ACTA) is a professional association formed for the mutual benefit of the County Treasurers of Arkansas and the counties they serve.  Through association and exchange of ideas and methods, we will enhance the efficiency of each of our offices.  Through unity of purpose before the State Legislature and the Staff of the Joint Audit Committee of the State Legislature, we will serve the best interests of the people who elect us.

ARTICLE I
Section 1.    
All duly elected or otherwise qualified County Treasurers of the State of Arkansas, all full-time Deputy Treasurers, and such other government officials or employees as may be designated in the bylaws of this Arkansas County Treasurers Association are eligible for membership.

Section 2.    
Persons who have previously been members of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association, but are no longer eligible, may be elected to honorary membership in the Association.

Section 3.    
Annual dues of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association will be determined by a vote of the membership as stated in the bylaws of the Association.  There may be an annual dues schedule for different types of members.  The ACTA Board may charge fees for specific meetings or services.  Any services of the Association shall only be available to members or honorary members who have paid their annual dues and any fees specific to the event.  Honorary and life members shall receive services at their own expense.
ARTICLE II

Section 1.    
Officers of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association shall be: one President; one Vice-President; one Secretary, one Treasurer; one Association of Arkansas Counties Board Representative; and four Legislative Liaisons.  The Immediate Past President of the Association who is an active member shall be an officer and an ex-officio member of the ACTA Board.

Section 2.   
 The officers listed in Section I of this article shall comprise the ACTA Board.  The president is the chairperson of the ACTA Board.  The ACTA Board may act in a called meeting, telephone poll, or email conducted by the chairperson or acting chairperson.
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Section 3.    
Upon the disability or inability of the ACTA President, the ACTA Vice-President may carry out all duties of the President.  Further succession will be in the order officers are listed in Section I of this article.

Section 4.
Each Congressional District shall elect one member each to serve as Legislative Liaisons.

**Note: In the event a member county is split between congressional districts the congressional district encompassing the county seat of said member county shall be the congressional district in which that member may stand for selection as a Legislative Liaison. 
Section 5. 
Officers of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association shall be elected for two-year terms on even numbered years from the membership at the designated annual meeting and shall take office effective July 1. 

Section 6.
The President of the Arkansas County Treasurer’s Association shall appoint a member of the ACTA as the Legislative Director to perform duties as prescribed in the by-laws of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association.  This appointment must be confirmed by a majority vote of the ACTA Board.  The ACTA Legislative Director shall serve at the pleasure of the ACTA Board and not for a specific term.
Section 7.

Each Congressional District shall elect one member to a two year term on even numbered years to the Arkansas County Treasurers Continuing Education Board.  

Section 8. 
Any vacancies in the elected offices shall be filled by the ACTA Board effective until the next regularly scheduled election.

ARTICLE III
Section 1.  
The Arkansas County Treasurers Association shall meet at least twice a year with one of the meetings being in conjunction with the annual meeting of the Association of Arkansas Counties.  The ACTA Board shall set the date of all meetings of the Association, except as above, and notify the membership through the ACTA Secretary.  Notification shall be at least 10 days prior to the meeting.
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Section 2.    
Funds may be disbursed for association expenses by the ACTA Treasurer at the direction of the ACTA President and majority vote of the ACTA Board.

Section 3.    
The ACTA Board shall promulgate bylaws of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association that will take force and effect after their majority passage of those voting at any regular meeting.  Changes in the bylaws may be effected in the same manner.

ARTICLE IV
Section 1.    
This constitution may be altered or amended in the following manner.  The ACTA Board shall propose such alteration or amendment at least 45 days before the designated annual meeting of the association.  All members shall be notified by mail, email, or fax at least 30 days before aforesaid meeting.  A majority of voting members present must be obtained at aforesaid meeting to alter or amend the constitution under this section.

Section 2.    
An alternate method of altering or amending this constitution may be to obtain signed ballots of a majority of the voting members of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association after ACTA Board action and notification as outlined in Section 1 of this article.

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ARTICLE I
Name
The organization shall be known as ARKANSAS COUNTY TREASURERS ASSOCIATION (ACTA).


ARTICLE II

Membership
Section I. Active Members
The organizations active members shall be comprised of duly-qualified and elected County Treasurers of a county in the State of Arkansas making payment of Arkansas County Treasurers Association dues as provided in Article III, Section 1.  The privilege of voting and holding an elected office in the association is limited to its active members.  There is only one vote per county allowed.
Section 2. Associate Members
Any Deputy Treasurer of an active member as identified in Section 1 having an interest in the purpose and programs of this Association may be admitted to the association membership upon payment of dues, as provided hereafter.  No Associate Member shall have voting privileges unless given a proxy by an Active Member.

Section 3. Member-At-Large
Representatives of corporations, institutions, association, partnerships or groups, financial or otherwise, connected or associated in any way with the association may, upon payment of dues or donations as provided hereafter, become members-at-large of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association.  Members-at-Large shall not have voting privileges.
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Section 4. Life Membership
When a member of the ACTA retires, resigns or vacates his or her official office, he or she may, upon payment of the dues provided for hereafter, remain a lifetime member of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association.  Said members shall be afforded the privileges of attending all conferences at their own expense.  Life members shall have no voting privileges.

Section 5. Honorary Members
Any person who, in the opinion of the Arkansas County Treasures Association, has rendered distinguished service to the cause of better county governmental practices shall be eligible for honorary membership.  Nomination to Honorary Membership may be made at any meeting of the Association and voted on by the active membership present.  Honorary Members shall be entitled to all privileges of the Association, except that they shall not be eligible to hold office in the Association and they shall not be afforded the privilege of voting.  The Arkansas County Treasurers Association shall not be responsible for the expenses for attending any of the Association’s meetings.
ARTICLE III

Dues
Section 1. Annual Dues
The annual dues of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association from January 1 to December 31 of each year shall be as follows:

Section 2. Statement of dues

Immediately, or as soon as practical after January 1 of each year, the ACTA Treasurer shall make available a statement of dues to each County Treasurer.  Dues are payable by the ACTA’s annual meeting in June.

Section 3. Penalty
Failure to pay dues constitutes forfeiture of voting privileges.

Section 4. Reinstatement
A membership in the Arkansas County Treasurers Association forfeited for non-payment of dues shall be reinstated upon payment of current dues.
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Section 5.

A Listserve (Treasnet) is available to Active and Associate Members only unless approved by the ACTA Board.
ARTICLE IV

Officers
Section 1. Board
Officers of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association shall be: one President; one Vice-President; one Secretary, one Treasurer; one Association of Arkansas Counties Board Representative; and four Legislative Liaisons.  The Immediate Past President of the Association who is an active member shall be an officer and an ex-officio member of the ACTA Board.

Section 2. Duties
The duties of the ACTA Board are as follows:

(a)  Carry on all business that needs to be transacted between meetings;

      (b)  Approve for payment any expenses incurred by the Arkansas County Treasurers Association;

(c)  Approve the agenda for the annual meeting;
(d)  Select scholarship recipients;

(e)  And any other duties required of the ACTA Board by the ACTA Constitution.


ARTICLE V

Duties of Officers and Appointees

Section 1. President
The ACTA President shall:

(a)  Preside at all meetings of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association;

(b)  Be the presiding officer of the ACTA Board;

(c)  Appoint all committees;

(d)  Be an ex-officio member of all committees;

(f)  Appoint members of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association to audit the ACTA Treasurer’s books;
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(g)  Insure, to the best of his/her ability, that all orders, resolutions and directives of the ACTA Board and/or Association are carried out;

(h)
Serve as a member of the Board of Directors of the Association of Arkansas Counties.
Section 2. Vice-President 

The ACTA Vice-President shall:

(a)
Work with the ACTA President toward the success of all meetings of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association;

(b)
Generally perform the duties of the ACTA President during his/her absence;

(c)
Perform such other duties and responsibilities as may be ordered and directed by the ACTA Board.

Section 3. Secretary
The ACTA Secretary shall:

(a)
Be responsible for the minutes of the ACTA Board and the Arkansas County Treasurers Association and such other special reports as the president may require;

(b)
Provide written copies of the ACTA Board minutes to the ACTA Board and the Arkansas County Treasurers Association minutes to the membership at each meeting;

(c)
Deliver to his/her successor all ACTA records in their keeping and document with a receipt of transfer;

(d)
Immediately following the ACTA elections, notify the Executive Director of the Association of Arkansas Counties of the ACTA members to serve on the Association of Arkansas Counties Board.
Section 4. Treasurer
The ACTA Treasurer shall:

(a)
Be responsible for the funds of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association;

(b)
Provide written financial reports to the Arkansas County Treasurers Association at each meeting of all monies received and expended;

(c)
Deposit all monies in the bank and disburse funds by check only on original bills and properly-executed vouchers.  The account may be audited by an audit committee consisting of three (3) members of the association appointed by the ACTA President;

(d)
Make available dues notices to each county in January of each year;

(e)
After audit deliver to their successor all funds, records and documents with a receipt of transfer.
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Section 5. Association of Arkansas Counties Board Representative
The ACTA Representative on the Association of Arkansas Counties Board shall:

(a)
Along with the President of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association, serve on the AAC Board as outlined in the Constitution and bylaws of the Association of Arkansas Counties;

(b)
Report to the Arkansas County Treasurers Association pertinent information on the business of the board.

Section 6. Legislative Liaisons
The Congressional District Legislative Liaisons shall:

(a) Work as part of the ACTA Legislative Committee to formulate a legislative package for the membership to endorse;

(b) Facilitate passage of the ACTA legislative package in the legislature.
Two of the Legislative Liaisons will be chosen by the ACTA Board to serve on the Association of Arkansas Counties Legislative Committee and shall:

(a)  Work to formulate and endorse a legislative package for the AAC;

Section 7.  Continuing Education Board Members
The Arkansas County Treasurers Continuing Education Board shall:
(a)  Establish and operate a continuing education program for County Treasurers that shall include requirements and procedures for an effective Certification Program.
(b)  Disburse any funds made available from the County Treasurers Continuing Education Fund;

(c)  Evaluate the program provider every two years or at any time upon ACTA  Board recommendation.
Section 8. Legislative Director
The ACTA Legislative Director shall:

(a)  Serve as the chairperson of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association Legislative Committee;  
(b)  Arrange ACTA Legislative Committee meetings with approval of the ACTA President; 

(c)  Direct the drafting of bills and the formation of a legislative package for each         session of the Arkansas Legislature 
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(d)  Promulgate “good government” legislation and combat “bad government”   legislation in the Arkansas Legislature.  Priority shall be given to the ACTA    legislative package; 
(e)  Track legislation affecting the Arkansas County Treasurers Association and keep the membership informed;
(f)  Compile and present a reference book of pertinent legislation for ACTA after each regular session.  Also, disseminate applicable legislation after any special legislative session to members of ACTA.

ARTICLE VI

Association Meetings

Section 1.
The annual meeting of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association shall be June of each year.  The meeting so designated may be changed by a majority vote at an annual meeting.  Additional meetings will be held at such times and places as the ACTA Board may determine.

Section 2.
All County Treasurer Continuing Education and Certification Seminars constitute a meeting of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association.

Section 3.
Meetings of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association shall be held for the purpose of:

(a)  Continuing education and certification;

(b)  The consideration of reports and resolutions;

(c)  The dissemination of information for the benefit of the members;

(d)  To take any action as may be advisable and necessary for the betterment of     the Office of County Treasurer;

(e)  To transact such other business as may be referred by the ACTA Board.
Section 4.
The majority of the active members of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association registered as being in attendance at any regular or special meeting shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.
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Article VII

Parliamentary Authority

Section 1.
The rules contained in the Roberts Rules of Order Revised shall govern the Arkansas County Treasurers Association in all cases to which they are applicable and which are not inconsistent with the bylaws.

ARTICLE VIII

Dissolution

Section 1.
If at any regular annual meeting, three-fourths (3/4) of all the members of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association cast their ballots or votes in favor of the dissolution of the ACTA, the Arkansas County Treasurers Association shall be dissolved within ninety (90) days of the date when dissolution was approved.

Section 2.
Immediately upon a vote favoring dissolution of the Arkansas County Treasurers Association, the ACTA Board shall proceed to settle financial obligations pending against the association and dispose of all property owned by the Association.  Funds, if any, remaining after payment of all obligations of the association, shall be refunded prorated to the counties.
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
